Since we last wrote, I have been to Germany and Austria; we had a number of repairs done on our home and listed it for sale.  We had our first showing on May 17 and had an offer to purchase on May 21.  We closed the sale on June 28th.  We now have a new plan to get ourselves to Austria.


I have always been the kind of man that uses my hands to provide for my family’s needs and now, God asks me to give even that up and trust HIM to be our provider. There are times when we think we need more, but He is showing us how to live with less:  a small apartment and fewer belongings, a part-time job instead of a full-time one.  Through this, we “have learned in whatever situation (we are) to be content.” – Phil 4:11


Many times we ask the Lord  “Why is it taking so long to go?” It wasn’t enough to just answer “Yes” to His call; the Lord needed to change our hearts, to mold them for His purposes. He has shown us that we need to go through the desert before we get to the Promised Land.  Jesus first blessed the fish, and then broke it before He multiplied it.  I believe we are in the breaking stage.

Gene learned more about their works and checked out possible areas that we might be able to live and work in when we get there.

Our Timeline…








A Prayerful Challenge…





Now comes the exciting part of being a missionary…raising the funds to go.  It is probably the most challenging part of our ministry, but must be done if we are to go.  One of the most difficult things for us is staying focused; we find that even though we are preparing ourselves for life in Austria, we still have to meet our responsibilities here.  We are in a transition period; it feels like we are leading a double life with double the workload.  There are days when it overwhelms us.  We covet your prayers especially during this time.


At the bottom of this page we have a timeline-recap of sorts: from when we first heard of the spiritual state of Europe until the sale of our home. There are only two more major steps to complete before our family gets on the plane to Austria:  raising the required financial support and applying for our visas.


Under a new Austrian missionary visa law that went into effect Jan. 1, 2006, missionaries entering the country are not allowed to work in Austria and must be fully supported financially.  The financial requirement for our family of 5 is 4,500 Euros a month, or roughly $6,000 USD.  It will cover monthly living expenses, insurance/medical, transportation, ministry and travel expenses. 


Sitting down and doing the math, we found that if 120 people would give $50.00 a month, we would meet the Austrian government’s requirement.  We realize that some are able to give more and some are able to give less, but whatever amount God lays on your heart to give will achieve much for His purposes. We currently have regular monthly support coming in from our home church and friends, some have given us verbal commitments and many of you have already given special gifts to our ministry. We are so grateful for all of you.  We ask that you prayerfully consider being a regular supporter and ask God if and how much He wants you to give.


Maybe you aren’t able to commit monthly support, but a special gift that will go towards our start-up costs which are around $25,000.00; this includes airline tickets, housing, furnishings, language school, etc.


We believe that the Lord has brought us to this point and He will bring us through it to completion. We are His servants and are thankful He is giving us the opportunity to serve Him in this way. If the Lord lays it upon your heart to partner with us, we will be obedient with you in bringing the gospel to those in Europe who desperately need Jesus.











We took two weeks and went camping with our family.  It was refreshing and we feel recharged as we move into this next phase of ministry.


Gene will continue to do property maintenance work as well as construct decks and fences.


We want to close by saying “THANK YOU” to all of our prayer and communication partners and those who support our ministry financially.  We have had many people offer their time and talents to help prepare our home for sale…we appreciate all of you.  We feel as though we wouldn’t be where we are today if it weren’t for the support of our family and friends. May God bless you all…have a fabulous summer!

















When we answered God’s call to  “go” and serve as missionaries to Europe, we knew there would be a number of steps we would have to go through to get there.   We want to share a recap of where we have come from and what is next for us.


May 16, 2004 – Rob Harris spoke at First Christian Church.  Amy’s heart was drawn to Europe.


Oct 2004 – Family attended the National Missionary Convention (NMC) in Peoria, IL.  We partnered with Kontaktmission USA.


May 2005 – Sold family business.


Oct 2005 – Family took research & discovery trip to Austria.  We met with KM Leadership Team and were accepted by the European organization. We came back from Austria and attended the NMC in Atlanta, Georgia.


Mar 2006 – Gene attended KM meetings in Germany.


Nov 2006 – Family attended the NMC in Indianapolis, Indiana.


Apr 2007 – Gene attended KM meetings in Germany and also visited Austria to check out possible locations to live in and church plant teams that we might train/work with.   


May/June 2007 – Listed home for sale - sold 4 days later. The sale closed June 28.
