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In addition we finished up another language course ey
and continued our visits and interaction with

German Christians, congregations and organizations.

Two events in Stuttgart impressed us with the way the German Christians were able to

overcome denominational barriers and work
together for the common cause of spreading
the good news of Christ to the lost. The first
was on Christus Tag (Christ Day), a national
holiday. A conference was held which
reminded us of our national missionary
convention, except all different denominations
participated. The second was the World Cup
soccer tournament. Players and fans from
many countries were in town for the event and
about a dozen congregations of various
denominations planned outreach events. We

were impressed to see that they had put together a brochure that included all the different

locations and outreaches.

“The growing number of empty [Roman
Catholic and Protestant Established] churches
and church buildings falling into disrepair is a
tragedy ... The free churches have a high
proportion of Evangelicals but only represent
1.5% of the nation’s population ... Pray for an
increase in vision, innovative outreach and
effective church planting that reaches every
area and population segment of the nation.”
